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ALIEN REGISTRATION ACT

‘The Alien Registration Act passed by Congress on 29th June, 1940, madz it illegal for
anyone in the United States o advocate, abet, or teach the desirabilty of overthrowing
the government. The law also required allalien esidents n the United States over 14
‘years of age to file a comprehensive statement of ther personal and occupational
status and aecord of their poltical beliefs. Within four months a total of 4,741 971
aliens had been registered.

‘The main objectve of the act was to undermine the
‘American Communist Party and other lefi-wing political groups i the United States.
Ttwas decided that the House of Un-American Activities Committee (HUAC), that had been set up by
Congress in 1938 to investigate people suspected of unpatritic behavior, would be the best vehicle to
discover if people were trying to overthrow the government.

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1. Calling of Case by Bailiff. "All rise. The Court of is now in
session. Honorable Judge presiding.

2. Opening Statement: First the prosecutor (criminal case) or plaintiff's attorney (civil
case), then the defendant's attorney, explain what their evidence will be and what they
will try to prove.

3. Prosecution’s or Plaintiff's Case: Witnesses are called to testify (direct
examination) and other physical evidence is introduced. Each witness called is
cross-examined ‘(questioned so as to break down the story or be discredited) by the
defense.

4. Defendant's Case: Same as the third step except that defense calls witnesses for
direct examination; cross-examination by prosecution/plaintiff.

5. Closing Statement: An attorney for each side reviews the evidence presented and
asks for a decision in his/her favor.

6. Jury Instructions (Jury Trials Only): The Judge explains to the jury appropriate rules
of law that it is to consider in weighing the evidence. As a general rule, the
prosecution (or the plaintiff in a civil case) must meet the burden of proof in order to
prevail. In a criminal case this burden is very high. In order for the accused? Are some
parts of the trial more important than others? Would you trust a jury of your peers to
determine your guilt or innocence? Students should also explore their reactions to
playing attorneys, witnesses, jurors, and the judge. What roles do each play in the trial
process?
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
