 What were the other African countries or the global community's reactions
to the problem?
+ What solution(s) have been proposed [and how successful are they?]

‘Your team can use PowerPoint [at least 15 sides] or a series of posters and other visuals to
assist you in your presentation. Every team must also create a one-page fact sheet of the most
important information [in the form a brochure/fiyer] about your topic and print enough copies to hand
out to everyone in the class and one for me [KLM-12 copies; QRS-18 copies]
